Patient information
Collecting midstream urine

You must collect a portion of urine for examination. On this form we inform you how to collect, store and return the urine.
What is midstream urine?

Midstream urine is the middle portion of urine.
By first urinating a little, you prevent, for example, cells and bacteria from the skin or genitalia  to contaminate the collected urine sample.

The urine jar

When you collect urine collect it in a new and unused urine container. This is to prevent contamination and therefore an incorrect result, the use of cleaning agents is not sufficient.

They are freely available at the practice.

Collecting midstream urine

First wash your genitalia with a washcloth and water. Pee a little in the toilet and after that you collect some urine in the container, afterwards you finish urinating completely.

The best is the first morning urine. This urine is more concentrated due to its storage (at least 2.5  hours). You don't have to be sober for this.

You keep the jar in the fridge for as long as needed and bring it to the practice before half past eleven.
